Organization 1s the name of the game when
writing an article.

1s 1mperative. It would make no sense for
example, to begin with the treatment of a
disease without first explaining what the
disease was. Definitions for some topilcs may
be necessary. Making sure the reader 1is
clear regarding the purpose of the article

is important for the beginning.

Following up on the topic requires details
such as facts, figures, examples and
illustrations to provide specifics about the
topic. Anything the writer feels is
noteworthy should be included in the
content; anything they feel will help the

reader to clearly understand the topic. The
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writer should always remember that  the
article 1s meant to be a useful tool for the
reader. It 1s meant to provide ample enough
valuable information to make sure the reader
doesn’t have questions. If Dbeing used to
advertise a product or program, each and
every detail should be included in the
content. The advertiser wants the reader to
know everything there 1s to know about the

product or program.

Finishing the article would be an
opportunity for the writer to bring all the
details together 1n a generalized form.
Reinforcing the 1information will help the
reader to better comprehend the information
and provide another chance for further
consideration of the subject. Intending to
produce an article which 1s informative and
useful to the reader should be the ultimate

goal for the writer.

Word choice 1s 1important 1in writing. Some
people tend to write the way they talk using
slang and language the reader may not
understand. There are appropriate words to
use 1n certain situations while putting them
somewhere else may ruln the piece of
writing. Having a good understanding of the

English language 1s important when writing.

When assigned a topic to write about, stick
to that topic. A writer should try not to
get side-tracked, Jjumping from one topic to
another. This too will confuse the reader
and  perhaps cause them to discontinue
reading. A writer should always stay on task

and provide only information required.
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When writing articles and reports, a writer
should avoid using personal experiences. The
reader 1s usually not interested in personal
experiences rather the facts. Unless asked
to include testimonials regarding the topic,
personal experiences should be omitted from

the article or report.

Of course a writer must always use proper
spelling and punctuation. It 1s easy to
figure out the 1inexperienced or bad writers
when a person reads a pilece that has
multiple spelling errors. There will Dbe
times when an error may slip pass the writer
but proof-reading will help the writer to
limit their mistakes. Using a good program
on the computer 1s a great way for a writer
to be kept up to speed regarding spelling,
punctuation and grammar. Some programs will
automatically highlight the mistakes. Do not
ignore the suggestions. Review them and fix

any mistakes.
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Writing 1s not as simple as jotting down the
first 1dea that comes 1n vyour head. It
requires thought, organization and the use
of good writing skills. For people who love
to write but actually stink at 1t, there are
many little improvements they can make that

may help them to become a better writer.

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How To Organize A Short Book Or Report

Writing a short book or report may initially
be scary or intimidating for a new writer or
even an experienced writer. Writing a short
book or report sounds like a whole 1lot of
work. It may also seem like it requires much
skill. Using Dbasic writing skills and
creativity, a writer 1is capable of writing a

short book or report.

E-books are great examples of short books.
Writers may be given an assignment to write
an E-book on a specific topic. These books
are usually not of a fictional context 1like
a story. These books are normally about a
specific topic and information pertaining to
that topic. An example of a possible topic
for an E-book is Cancer. The writer would be
required to write a short Dbook entirely
about Cancer. Organizing a short book would
be much the same as organizing an article.

The writer would research the topic - 1in
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this case Cancer - and gather as much
information as possible relevant to this
topic. The writer would sift through the
information to determine which details were
noteworthy and valuable to the reader.
Providing definitions at the beginning would
be beneficial for this sort of short book.
This would give the reader a general
understanding of Cancer which would help
them to grasp the details to follow. If
writing a short book about a topic such as
Cancer, the writer would likely be required
to write about the different types of
Cancer, diagnosis, symptoms, treatments,
etc. Organizing this E-book would require
the writer to take the reader through the

life of Cancer with definitions and facts.

Organizing a report 1s much the same as
organizing a short book. Again a report is
normally written about a specific subject.
The requirement of the writer 1s to provide

the reader with adequate information to
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understand the subject. The reader ought to
be able to obtain the knowledge they’re
looking for by reading a report. Researching
and compiling information will provide the
necessary tools for the writer to produce an
informative report. Before beginning a
report the writer should review the
information they’ve gather and determine
what portions of 1t will be useful to the
reader. Organizing a report should then be
relatively easy. Starting with the topic,
then continuing  on to further explain

different aspects of that subject.

Organizing a short book or report may seem
difficult to a writer first Dbut wusing
resources and even common sense, 1t can be
quite easy. The writer must keep 1in mind
that a short Dbook of report 1is meant to
educate the reader about a certain subject.
Any and all information that’s important to

that subject should be included.
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How To Organize An Article

Article writing 1s somewhat different than
writing an essay or a short story. It
usually 1involves research on the topic you
are writing about. The writer needs to have
general knowledge regarding the specific
topic assigned to them. In many cases the
writer 1s assigned a topic they have no
previous knowledge about. In order to write
a good article the writer needs to be
informed about all details pertaining to the

topic.

Organizing an article would depend mostly on
the writer. After researching and gathering
adequate 1nformation on the topic, the
writer must then decide where to wuse the
details gathered. Usually the writer 1is
assigned topics within the topic - questions
or significant issues related to the topic.

This may require further research composed
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of facts and figures. If this information is
taken directly from a web site, Dbook or
another source, 1t 1s 1mportant to give

references for these details i1in the article.

An article normally begins with general
knowledge concerning the topic be written
about. The writer should gather as much
general information about the topic as
possible. These details will give the reader
a good concept of what’s being talked about.
This would be helpful at the beginning of
the article since 1t would provide a base of
relevant information which would help the
reader understand the entirety of the topic
being discussed. Definitions would be
helpful 1f dealing with topics such as
medicine. Relaying the specifics of the
topic would help the reader to Dbetter
understand the specifics pertaining to the

topic.
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This general knowledge should then Dbe
followed by details to back up the topic.
Facts and figures, examples and
illustrations, are an excellent way to add
to an article. The writer must remember that
the reader may be reading about this topic
for the wvery first time. There must be
adequate 1information provided to 1insure the
reader 1s able to grasp the relevance of the
topic. It is easy when writing an article to
talk 1n circles and really say nothing
useful at all. It 1is 1important for the
writer to focus on the topic and write

specifically about things that relate to it.

Article writing can be very challenging for
a new writer. However 1t 1s an excellent
opportunity to learn about wvarious subjects
through the process of research and writing.
Article writing 1s very interesting since it
provides a chance to write about all sorts
of topics. When organizing an article, the

You might be in need of a lot of articles if
you are building a large website or writing
for forums or blogs or submitting to article
directories. It would be time consuming and
very expensive to keep building new articles

One way to go about it i1s to hire writers
using any of the freelance sites like Rent a
coder or get a coder. If you have tried it
already, you will realize that i1t 1s not as

easy as 1t sounds.
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Another route you could take 1s to take a
shortcut through PLR articles provided by
many websites that work on membership basis.
However the membership to these sites 1is
strictly limited. These websites offer good
and well written articles for as little as
15¢c to 20c per article which may cost up to

$5 - $7 to produce.

These articles may be used by several others
too. The beauty here is that these articles
can be rewritten or altered slightly to suit
your subject and keyword densities and then

published as new.

All rights pertaining to these articles are
given away to you and you can do with them
as you wish. The membership to these PLR
article sites 1s limited because of the fact
that not many people can be given access to
the same articles, 1lest they be published

one too many times.
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This PLR system of wusing articles 1in the
long run turns out be a bargain because of
the low cost of the articles, saving cost
and good results because of the high quality
of these articles. One may ask, how the PLR
sites can afford to give away articles for
so less? They can afford to, because, they
are getting their cost back by selling the

articles multiple times.

A little Dbit of rewriting 1s strongly
recommended because; you need to optimize
these articles with your keywords and at the
same time, adjust the keyword density. This
little rewriting exercise will also 1lend
uniqueness to these articles, at the same

time adding a tone and your personality.
Many webmasters may take the route of

A Google
search for PLR articles will reveal 462,000
websites offering their services and while
1it’s easy to take your pick in choosing your

PLR article resource, 1it’s intimidating for
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almost everyone to manage them yet alone use

them effectively.

Since
this problem has become so widespread in
recent vyears, software programs have Dbeen

developed that has the sole purpose of
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detecting duplicate content on the World
Wide Web.
